1.0 INTRODUCTION

1.1 Setting

The Township of Nairn and Hyman is located in the District of Sudbury on the Highway 17 corridor
abutting the City of Greater Sudbury. Nairn Centre is the only urban settlement area of an otherwise

rural township aré @ ¢KS I A3aKgl e +OGa Fa GKS WYLFAY aGNBSGQ
trade for a variety of highway commercial uses along its length. The economic mainstay of the
Township is closely affiliated with the forest industry as well as the eoandealth of the Region.

Future growth and development will be tied to these economic factors as well as its strategic location on
Highway 17.

1.2 Planning Environment

The municipality has an Official Plan which provides a vision and blueprint iodéeelopment is to
200dzNJ Ay G(GKS ¢246yakKALID ¢KS ALISOATAO RS4B&e LIYSY i
intended to implement the vision, goals and policies found in the Official Plan.

The review and update of the Official Plan and AgnBylaw provide the municipality with the
opportunity to update its roster of planning tools in order to respond to planning challenges and
economic opportunities, and also to ensure consistency with provincial planning standards as found in
the Provincal Policy Statement (2005).

1.3 Goals and Objectives of the Planning Program

The goal of the Planning Program is to update the Official Plan so that it reflects the aspirations and
needs of residents of the Township over the next 20 years arehsoire that it is consistent with the
Provincial Policy Statement. Objectives of the Planning Program are as follows:

8) To conserve the natural heritage features of the community, e.g., wetlands, wildlife,
shorelines, etc., and avoid development where it may compse public health and
safety e.g., contaminated sites, if applicable; and

This enables the reader to correlate the background
information with the rationale for the goals, objectives and policies of the Official Plan.

2.0 Historical Beginnings

The original settlement of Nairn Centre dates to the early 1890s following the completion of the Algoma
branch of the Canadian Pacific Railway (1886) and the establishment of Nelsonville, a railway station
near the Spanish River. ®wears after the railroad came to town, a Joseph Edwards Sr., section
foreman, settled in a company house with his crew, who worked for the section. The name of the
community wahanged to Nairn Centre after a small town in Inverness Shire in Scodbed Mairn.

The community was incorporated by proclamation of the Hon. Frederick W. Johnson, Judge of Algoma,
as a municipality in 1896 and the first Council meeting was held on March 7 of that year in a school
house. The municipality included the Towips of Nairn, Lorne and Hyman. A. Dever was elected as
the first Reeve and R.G. Lee, John Hall and Wm. Hunt as Councillors.

The early mainstay of the community was logging and companies active over the years have included

the Sarnia Bay Lumber Compamdichigan Land, Graves Bigwood and Company, Pineland Timber
Company, K.V.P., Brown Forest Industry, E.B. Eddy and Domtar Forest Products, the latter of which
operates the mill today. This sawmill provided timber to the International Nickel CorporatiGoOjlfor

As the community grew and prospered, the original log school was replaced (1926) by a two room
school, replaced again in 1965 by a three roschool to which several additions were made, the last

being in 19831984 on what is now the Nairn Public School. Churches include an Anglican and
Methodist (United Church) built around the turn of the century followed by a Catholic church. The

While the genesis of Nairn Centre was the rail line, the first road connection was made in 1898 to
Worthington. This road, later to become part of the trunk road from Sudbury to Sault Ste. Marie was

Municipal restructuring changed the municipal boundaries over time as Lorne Towretame part of
the Regional Municipality of Sudty (later the City of Greater Sudbury) and the township of Hyman was
annexed with Nairn Township in 1998 to form the Township of Nairn and Hyman.
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3.0 Growth and Settlement

3.1 Population

Population has fluctuated over the history of the settlementtpat of the Township. Statistics Canada
indicates that the population of Nairn Township was 240 in 1951. This grew to 489 by 1971, and 524 by
1981. Population has continued to fluctuate since 1981, falling to 419 in 1996, but raising to 420 in 2001
and 83 in 2006. Population projections for the District of Sudbury show a general decline in projected
population which does not correspond with the seeming growth in population shown in Table 1.

The composition of the population has changed over the decade. As shown in Tableyduthe
population has declined from 35.7% 86.3% as of the 2006 censusln 2010 it is projected that the
percentage of youth will decline further to 20.5@ver thigime, the working age population increased
from 47.6% of the population to 55.9% of the population in 1996, then declined to 42.4% of the
population in2006, projected to increase to 44.3% of the population in 20T8e population age 55
and over has ineased from 16.7% of the population to 31.3% between 1986 and,2(§i6g to a
projection of 35.2% in 2010These trends likely reflect an entigration of youth from the community

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seekng employment elsewhere, while the increase in population suggestodest increase in the
population of retirees to the TownshipAn overall aging of the population is expected to continue over
the foreseeable future.

Population growth has been curtailed over the years. This may be attributed to the laskni¢ipal

piped services in Nairn Centre. Development has occurred instead in nearby full service communities
such as Espanola or the City of Greater Sudbury. With the installation of piped water in 1995, the
prospects for further growth have improved-orecasting future growth, however, is dependent on a
number of factors such as the economic health of the mining and forestry industry, an aging population,
and the level of community services, each of which may have a different influence. Currentlyatbe

no development proposals or economic indicators that suggest an imminent change in the growth
pattern of the community. Consequently, in planning for future growth it is appropriate to establish a
threshold population which can be accommodated lthea the capacity of municipal services coupled
with ensuring the availability of an adequate supply of land for both residential anerasitiential
demand.

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Policy Implications for the Official Plan

The growth in the seniors population will have an impact on housing needs in the community and
consequently, provision should be made for a greater variety of housing types to accommodate an
ageing population. Although the population projection anticipagdimited growth, our experience is
that there will be a continued demand for new housing in the community. Consequently, provision
should be made for a wide range of housing types and densities.

3.2 Settlement Pattern

The settlement pattern might bésbe described as a small urban village within a large sparsely
populated rural area. The transportation routes of the Spanish RiverHuron Central Railwdine and

the Highway 17 corridor are the genesis for development in the village of Nairn CéFttee.Spanish
River, as a barrier, limited early development to the south side of the river. Similarly, the Vermillion
River limited development to the north side of this water body. The village of Nairn Centre straddles the
Huron Centraline and the Hihway 17 corridor. Approximately a third of the community is located
north of theHuron Central line, a third between the Huron Central line and Highway 17 and the balance
to the south of the highway. This settlement pattern, which is relatively comgaopw fully serviced

with municipal piped water (since 1995).

The limited development that has occurred outside of Nairn Centre includes:

1 A mixed seasonglermanentresidential area {2 dwellings) in the form of a single tier
shoreline subdivision onhe south shore of Agnew Lake (Hyman township). This
development node also includes a tourist lodging facility (Sand Bay Camp)

1 A small clusterq dwellings) of mixed seasonrpérmanent dwellings and a recreational
vehicle park on the northeast shore of Waishik Lake (Nagy Road West and Nagy Bay
Road);

1 3 permanent dwellings on Dumont Street (intersects with Sand Bay Road just to the east of
Hwy 17) on the north side of Spanish River;

1 8 permanent dwellings on Birch Street (intersects with Hwy 17 just eatlieoSpanish
River)

1 Several hunt and fish camps, on Wabagishik Lake and Agnew Lake, most of which are water
access only;

The limited number of commercial and industrial uses are for the most part located along the Highway
17 corridor since much of their economéctivity is dependent on this major transportation route.
These businesses include:

Aside from a trucking repair facility in a residential neighbourhood, there are no land use conflicts. The
forest products mill is located over a kilometre west of the village as arenaber of aggregate
operations.

The form of the settlement pattern haseen influencedby the transportation corridors which pass
through the community (rail and highway) as well as the river system and the physiographic constraints
of the Canadian ShieldThe village sits on a glacial deposit and consequently the construction of
buildings and services is easier than on the Shield. The topographic relief of the village setting is
relatively flat while further to the north, the relief falls away within thasin of the Spanish River. Given

the characteristics of the terrain, the most cost effective development would be to the west or to the
south of the existing builltip area.
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Comment

Future development will continue to be predominantly low density residential and should occur firstly
through infill on vacant lots in the village and secondly, through contiguoaigpansion of the buikup
area in a westerly or southerly direction. Devgiment, although low density, will be relatively
compact and should take advantage e municipal piped water service. Highway 17 will continue
to be the main street of the community for commercial activity. This pattern should continue in order
to avoid the intrusion of noncompatible commercial or light industrial uses into established
residential neighbourhoods. Existing land use conflicts should be eliminated over the long term
through the relocation of conflicting uses.

The demand for rural bask development is currently limited. Future development pressures are
likely to be for waterfront oriented residential uses and potentially commercial recreational uses as
well. The cost of constructing roads to access such development will have a damgesifect.
Consequently,the most appropriate candidate areas fonew development would be firstly, the
village of Nairn Centre, and secondly, with respect to rural developmearpund the eastern end of
Wabagishik Lake and along the south shore of Agrieake east of Sand Bay.

Policy Implications for the Official Plan

The update of the Official Plan will not require an adjustment to the settlement area boundaries for
Nairn Centre to accommodate projected growth for at least the next five yearShe Plan should
continue to reinforce the concept of development through the use of existing infrastructure, notably
roads and the municipal water supply. The water supply as a partial service should not extend
beyond the settlement area boundaries of Nai Centre.

3.3 Housing

The housing stock is predominantly permanent singi¢adhed dwellings. However, there are also
seasonal dwellings, the largest concentration of which are located on the south side of Agnew Lake
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(Sandy Bay) (totadf 24 seasonaldwellings in Hyman Township). There is also a cluster of seasonal
dwellings orthe east side of Wabagishilake (total of 23 seasonal dwellingsNairn Township).

There are no proposed or draft approved subdivisions within the municipality. A todl lots have

been created by consent over the period of 1972@10in Nairn Township and two in Hyman township

for a total of 2. Most of the consents were created prior to 1991 (eoge hasbeen approved since
1991). Over the extended period, there was an average of less than one consent per year. A total of
nine mnsents were refused over this same period.

Comment

The limited consent and subdivision activity is indicative of the slow growttat has occurred over
the last two decades in th&ownship.

Policy Implications for the Official Plan

In order to encourage further growth and development, and to provide for affordable housing, the
Official Plan should ensure that a broader range of housing types and densities are available in Nairn
Centre. The Plan should make specific provision forosetary units and smaller dwelling units.
Affordable housing targets need not be established in the Official Plan provided housing supply can be
met through the range of housing types and the potential delivery of social assisted housing through
the DSSAB.
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3.5 Land Supply
Residential

The land supply for future development is derived from Td&hkehich lists all of the vacant lands within
the municipality. In the rural area, there aréour building lotswhich exceed the minimum lot area
requirement in the Zoning Blaw (one on a private road south of Highway 17, one on Wabagishik Lake
Road andtwo on Birch Street) and coulfbreseeablybe developed. There is one undersized lot of
record on Dumont Road vith could also beutilized for residential development.There arefive

Of the total supply ofLl04 vacant residential lot9 are located on private roads (3 of these exceed the
minimum lot area requirement in the Zoning Byv). Much of the land surrounding Agnew Lake is
Crown land, and the Ministry of NaturBResources has no plans to dispose of new lands for potential
cottage developmerit

Thereare a total of 154 vacant privately owned lots in Nairn and Hyman Township. Of these, 52 lots are
either inaccessible or have some other constraint which rendieesn unfit for development(i.e.,
mining patents, quarry land or inaccessible lots). There is a residential lot supjil# lotslin Nairn and
Hyman, most of which is essentially urban based @&aqf these are located in Nairn Centre). Of these,

Outside of the urban area (excluding privatelwned land) the land base is substantially Crown Land
and includes a number of mining claims repossessed by the Province following the closure of the Agnew
Lake Mine.

Comment

The most suitable landupplyfor future residential developmentare the 88 lots located in thevillage
(Nairn Centre) At current growth rates, the residential land supply is adequate for an indefinite
period of time. The available land supply meets the requirements of the Provincial Policy Statement
with respect to residlential development and intensification. In planning for the future however, if the
trends for demand change, the available supply could be quickly used and consequently, Council
should carefully monitor demand. Much of the land suitable for future resiential development is
contiguous to the south end of the bullip area (e.g., extension of Davies St, First Street, Smith
Street, Taylor Street, Edward Street and Spencer Ave). The designation of vacant lands abutting the
built-up area in addition to extading roads to service approved lots, would further increase the urban
supply by 100125 lots (e.g., unserviced but approved lots plus 25 ac. @ 4 lots per @.)he total
residential land supply, all the lots available within the village are on pubbads.

The land supply for rural residential development Isnited although would be adequate for the
foreseeable future Of theavailable supply ofil6 privately ownedresidentialrural lots, nine () are on
private roads andsix @) are on public road, one is a potential water access lot on the Spanish River
Of the lots available on private roads, (5) are located along the shoreline of Wabagishik Lake, and 3
are located along the shoreline of Agnew Lak&dditionally, there are 15 other privately owned lots

in the Township which are inaccessible and can not be developdthe available supply meets the
requirements of the Provincial Policy Statement in providing for limited residential development.
While the rural residential supply is currently adequate, a land use planning issue that Council should
consider is whether the Official Plan should address a surge in demand for waterfront residential
development or potentially use waterfront residential dedepment as an economic stimulator.

Policy Implications for the Official Plan

The Official Plan should continue to focus growth in the village of Nairn Centre as a settlement area.
The Plan should also provide for limited rural residential development. For the purposes of the Plan,
limited residential development should not excee?5% of the total projected residential growth for

the community. Essentially this means that one in four housing units could occur in the rural area
consistent with the current residential development ratio. This level of development is also intended
to recognize the potential for some additional waterfront residential development in meeting the
housing needs for new retirees in the community.

Commercial

The demand for new commercial development has been-@dstent in the community given its size

and the proximity of nearby centres (Espanola, Lively, Sudbury). Improvements have been made to the
highway commercial uses to better serve commercial trade. The commercial uses on the highway also
provide convenience type services to residents in tHagd. The future buildp of commercial uses in

the village is not anticipated as there is a limited market area. New commercial development along the
Highway 17 corridor could build on the scope of existing servitbeseelots (1.3 a¢ 21 ac, and 1172

ac) were identified as potential lots for future commercial development in the municipdiitgse lote

have frontage on Highway 17. The larger bogkuld be suitable for meeting the lortgrm needs of

the community given the orientation of commeal activity to highway traffic.

Comment

The future buildup of a commercial district off the Highway 17 corridor is not anticipated given the
limited local market area and the proximity to larger centres. The Official Plan should make provision
for convenience services only within the residential area. This should not preclude the potential for
home based businesses as well since these should not conflict with the residential character of a
residential area if properly controlled.

The Highway commeial area along Highway 17 provides services to the travelling public as well as
some convenience services tocal residents. As this area is a node of economic activity, further
highway commercial development should be encouraged. Such development should be limited to

Industrial

o
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Industrial activity, although a very significant land use in the municipality, is limited to a forest products
mill (sawmill), several small aggregate operations and trucking repair. No lands have been designated
for future industrial development and potial industrial areas were not identified as part of the vacant
land inventory. In fact, the Official Plan (s. 3.6.3.1) discourages new industrial development in the
village. With respect to the mill, the lands surrounding its current operation areicefftly large to

permit any foreseeable expansion while still maintaining appropriate distance separation for sensitive
land uses. The mill is self contained from a servicing standpoint.

Other lands could be utilized for industrial land uses along kighway 17 corridor west of the
community. Such development could occur as part of the rehabilitation of depleted mineral aggregate
areas (sand and gravel pits).

Comment

Lands for industrial development should recognize the existing forest products opieration and any
adjacent buffer to allow for future expansion. Other lands which could be earmarked for industrial
land uses would be along the Highway 17 corridoA policy issue is whether the Official Plan should
establish an area for future indusial development outside of Nairn Centre and if soset out the
criteria for guiding the more specific selection of industrial lands to ensure that the range of uses,
servicing requirements, access, separation distances and other matters are appropriatielyessed.

Policy Implications for the Official Plan

The current growth and development trends within the community does not warrant the
establishment of an employment area within the urban settlement area of Nairn Centre. The Plan
however should recgnize the forest products mill as an employment area in the rural area of the
municipality, given its significance as the largest employer in the community and its relationship to
the resource sector. Consideration should also be given to the creatioa afixeduse employment
area west of the village of Nairn Centre between Highway 17 and the old Nairn Road given its
proximity to both the village and Highway 17 as a major arteriocating a business park in this area
would avoid land use conflicts givethe separation distance from the village; however, servicing the
business park with a municipal piped water system should be a consideration in the development of
this employment area.

The Growth Plan for Northern Ontario is anticipated to have limitegbplication to the Township of
Nairn and Hyman; however, Section 6.0 (Economic Development) should recognize this provincial plan
and any potential that may arise in its implementation for the benefit of the municipality. The
Growth Plan is not a land usplan, hence may coincide quite well with the economic chapter in the
Official Plan.

In addition to these health care facilities, the Sudbury and District Health Unit has offices in Espanola
and Sudbury which provide a range of programs and services available taubtie puch as Public
Health Nursing (health education, prenatal and parenting classes, family counselling, genetic testing,
immunization and programs for seniors); Environmental Health (communicable disease investigations,
sewage disposal inspections, talt® sales enforcement, health inspection services); Nutrition
Promotion; Dental Public Health and Research and Education Development.

Sewage disposal inspections are governed by Part VIII of the Ontario Buliding Code. The Health Unit is
responsible foinspection of disposal systems under 10,000 l/day. Typically inspections would be for a
Class 4 leaching bed sewage system capable of servicing a 3 bedroom dwelling. The Health Unit does
not comment on subdivisions or hydro geological studies but mayrgamhon zoning or minor variance
applications where sewage disposal systems are involved.

4.2  Protection to Persons and Property
Fire Protection

Fire suppression services are provided by the Township of Nairn & Hymdpepaement out of a two

bay fire station located in Nairn Centre adjacent to the Township Office and Community Cémtre.
addition, there is a new fire station on Coal Dock Road south of Agnew Lake that was built in 1999 to
serve Hyman Township.

Policy Implications for the Official Plan

Improvement to fire suppression services is a significant attributteresponding to existing as well as
new development. Protection services am®nsidered to be adequate although it is recognized that
those delivering the services will continue to make operational improvements.

Policy Implications for the Official Plan

The lifespan of the waste disposal facility is currently being determined, and a design is being created
in order for the landfill to meet the current and future requirements of the Township over the next 25
years The Official Plamstablishesminimum distance separation between the site and any potential
sensitive uses as a precautionary measuréCouncil meetghe requirements for waste management
planning in Section 1.6.8 of the Provincial Policy Statement.

In addition to the active site, there are five other waste disposal sites which have been closed (see map).

Policy Implications for the Official Plan

The Official Planincludesa policy to ensure that development does not take place on closed sites
unless the requirements of th&nvironmental Protection Adiave been met (e.g., no site less than 25
years after closing can be utilized without the permissiofithe Minister). The Official Plan should be
clarified to include that development shall not take place adjacent to closed or inactive sftess than

25 years of ageyithout meeting the requirements of the&environmental Protection Act

4.5 Water Supply

A municipal water works system was commissioned in 1995 to service Nairn Centre. This system
consists of a water treatment plant located at the end of Ferry Street near the Spanish River, the water
source. The plant has a design capacity of 81@nd has a package system which utilizes sand filtration
and chlorination as part of the treatment process. A distribution system (see Appendix 3) distributes
water to the community. The current number @dnnections is 143 units: 126 residences, 2 nastats,

1 tavern, 2 garages, 1 school, 1 business, 2 apartment buildings and 3 township buildings.

Water flow records from the treatment plant for the ye&2608 to 2010ndicate that the averagdaily

volume of treated water wad16.9 m3 ([106.48 + 1236 + 120.34}- 3). This equates to a daily
consumption rate 0fl4% ofthe design capacity This average daily consumption does not reflect peak

There is substantial additional capacity in the water supply to accommodate new development.
However, the residual capacity could be quickly committed if major water users are allowed to

connect to the system (e.g., car or truck wash associated with tlighway commercial truck stop).

Policy Implications for the Official Plan

The Official Plarestablishesa framework for evaluating and monitoring the consumption patterns of
existing and potential users.While the Official Plan (s. 3.6.3.2) contaipslicies for water usage for
industries in the urban area, the Plan does not address potential commercial major water users.
Council should limit commercial uses whethe consumption could curtaithe development of Nairn
Centre as a predominantly resigéial community.

To be consistent with the Provincial Policy Statement, the Official Plan should contain a statement
that the water supply system as a partial service, should not be extended beyond the settlement area
boundary of the village.

4.6 Sewage Disposal

There are no piped sewage disposal services in the municipality. Consequently, all development is
dependent on orsite ®rvices. A terrain evaluatiamndertaken as part of an Ontario Geological Study
(#99, Espanola Area, NTS 411/SW, MMB0Lindicates that the glaciofluvial land form which underlies
virtually all of the buikup area of Nairn Centre and other pockets of settlement (Sand Bay, Birch Street,
Dumont Road) is fair to good. However, problems may arise from potential moverheoht@minants

in the ground water system and to the possibility of a hydrologic connection between the waste disposal
site and groundwater aquifers. Careful site investigations should be undertaken to determine site
conditions. Certain sandy to silty tash deposits with dry surface conditions may be suitable for the
disposal of septic tank effluent.

Policy Implications for the Official Plan

The Official Plan should be modified to ensure that there ssfficient offsite capacity for hauled
sewage to accommodate any future development for @ite sewage disposal systems (i.e., septic
tanks). The Plan should also ensure the sustainability of all development by ensuring that proper
studies are undertakerwhere necessary under Ministry of the Environment Guidelines2 and D5-

5, notably, the requirement for a hydrogeological study and terrain analysis for any subdivision.

4.7 Roads
The road network is made up of a provincial highway, township roadpawvate roads.

Policy Implications for the Official Plan

A revision to the Official Plan is required to indicate that shared entrances are not permitted adjacent
to Highway 17; &0, that entrances will not be permitted for back lot owners.

Township Roads

The Townshignaintains 24.5 km of roads in the former township of Nairn to which approximately 16
kilometres have been added as a result of municipal restructuring and thexation of Hyman
Township. The network includes some 7 km of serban roadways both paved and gravelled, 3.6 km
of collector or industrial roadways, approximately 30 km of rural roadways and 0.4 km of alleyways.

The function of the local roasetwork is to provide for the collection and distribution of traffic
connecting with the highway or internally as well as to provide direct access to abutting properties.

A roads management study was undertaken by the Township in 1983 as a guidelindeidaking
improvements to the local roads network. The study warrants updating although it is a practice of the
municipality to allocate funds on a regular basis for the maintenance and/or reconstruction of the road
system. Well over 90% of existingvglopment is accessed by public roads in the Township.

Private Roads
There are several private roads in the Township including:

1 Nagy Road Wesgt connects with Wabagishik Road and provides access to a recreational vehicle
park on Wabagishik Lake;

1 Nagy Bay Road also connects with Wabagishik Road and provides access to 9 dwellings on
Wabagishik Lake;

Private roads have long been a concern of municipalities and provincial authorities largely because of
the cost implications of assuming such roads into the municipal road network or teitoutransport
emergency vehicles. Such roads are typically built to a lesser standard than a municipal road and
seldom have the standard 20 m rigbf-way width. Acquiring the appropriate width may unduly reduce

lot sizes of abutting lots and may nog ffeasible without relocating buildings or dwellings. Finally, aside
from access by emergency vehicles, municipalities do not maintain such roads and school boards do not
provide bussing on such roads.

Within Nairn & Hyman Township, the private roadwerk servicing existing development is fortunately
very limited. Some opportunity exists for infill on vacant lots of record on the Nagy Bay Rodlder
development would require new lot creation. In the Sand Bay area, back lot development has not
occurred although this would be the form of development if further development were to occur. Again,
new lot creation would be required

While private roads are typically maintained by abutting property owners, a select few private roads in
the Sand Bay am are plowed in the winter monthsy the municipality; however the municipality does
not provide any summer maintenance.

Comment

The Official Plan does not permit new private roads, and only allows -tinge minor exceptions for
extensions of privateroads not exceeding 150 m in length where access cannot be achieved by other
means. The Official Plan assumes no responsibility for providing municipal services on private roads.
It is the intent of the Official Plan that Council may eventually assuntietand responsibility to some
private roads in the vicinity of Sand Bay. Policies may be included to address the process by which
Council may assume a private road, i.e., entering into agreements with residents on such roads for
maintenance costs. The @dial Plan sets out policies for ensuring that new lots have access via a
public road, but states that lots may be developed on private roads when a legal access is registered
on title. The Official Plan should clarify the extent to which new developrh@&permitted on private
roads, such as confining development to lots of record, or infill between existing lots.

Policy Implications for the Official Plan

The current provisions of the Official Plan are generally adequate with respect to private spad
however, there is merit in assuming a select number of private roads into the municipal network on a
gradual basis notably those that are partially maintainéy the municipality.
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4.8 Transportation Corridors

Snowmobile trails operated under the spices of local snowmobile clubs constitute the only off road
transportation corridors. Such trails include the Trans Ontario Provincial Trail (TOPS) and local
connector or feeder trails.

The other transportation corridor is the Huron Central Rail Lihechwextends diagonally across Nairn
township.

4.9 Economic Development

The current Official Plan sets out a policy framework for economic development with the intent to
improve the economic welbeing of the Township through a list of nine (9) initias. The municipality

is endowed with many natural features as well as it is strategically located adjacent to the City of
Greater Sudbury; consequently, the community has the potential for new economic development
opportunities. As with most small mwipalities, the Township does not havehouse staff dedicated

to economic development. This does not prevent Council together with staff being able to undertake
projects which will strengthen the economic base of the community. One of the challeriges i

Policy Inplications

The economic development policies of the Plan should be strengthened to include a provision for
gateways and the application of community improvement. The Plan could also include linkages to the
Growth Plan for Northern Ontario.

Correspondence with the Ministry of Tourism and Culture has indicatedttieaé areno provincially
registered sites in the Township. The Ministry has indicated that the areas along the Spanish River has
many areas of high archaeological potential. Ppresence of these areas reflects the importance of this
river corridor in preEuropean settlement as well as post settlement fur trade and other activities
associated with the corridor which acted as a major transportation artery.

TheMunicipality has not carried out an inventory of heritage resources in the municipality although a
history of the comrmunity (Nairn Centre 1896996, The First Hundred Years) indicates that a number of
existing buildings date to the original or early settlement of the community e.g., churches, King George
Tavern, etc. There are also important heritage features (e.g.Hilm®n Central Rail Line, site of the
Spanish River crossing (scow), hydro dam and mill site).
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The Municipalityhas set the framework for designating heritage buildings and sites unde®@thario
HeritageActin its 2202 update to the Official Plan;oWvever, the municipality has not set up a registry
nor designated any buildings or sites under @etario Heritage Act.

From time to time, an archaeological assessment or a heritage impact assessment may be required in
advance of the approval of develogmt. Both types of assessments must be carried out by qualified
professionals. Archaeological assessments must follow specific protocols and copies of the studies must
be sent to the Ministry of Tourism and Culture (MTC) for their review. A heritagesmsent does not

have to be filed with the Ministry, albeit the municipality may make provision for this.

Comment

Shoreline or water oriented development along the Spanish River, in particular, should be screened
prior to the approval of development taensure that significant cultural and archaeological resources
are conserved in keeping with the Provincial Policy Statement, 2005 (see Appendix 2). The option also
exists for the respective municipalities to identify cultural resources of significance ammore
localized basis.

Policy Implications for the Official Plan

The Official Plan should improve the policies that require screening procedures and provide a
framework for the potential designation of heritage buildings and sites of local importance.
Discussions with the Ministry of Tourism and Culture indicated that the policies in the existing Official
Plan should be updated as follows:

1 References should be made in other sections of the Plan in general terms, on the need to
consider the conservabn of heritage resources as part of the development review process;

1 Provision should be made in the Plan to set up a municipal registry of heritage buildings and
sites to be maintained by the municipal Clerk;

1 The Plan should clearly distinguish betweenchaeological assessments and heritage impact
assessments since the criteria for preparation of studies differ between these two types;

1 Consideration should be given to marine archaeology giving consideration to the historical
role of Agnew Lake and the Spih River as transportation arteries;

1 Consideration could be given to the preparation of an archaeological management plan
wherein areas of archaeological potential are identified (i.e., high and low);

1 Aboriginal communities should be consulted as parf the development review process
where an archaeological assessment is carried out;

1 Minor revisions are required with respect to reporting the discovery of human remains (i.e.,
cemeteries).

removal of the aggregate before the development takes place.
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The Official Plan sets out policies for the priten of mineral aggregate resources and operations
including wayside pits and quarries, portable asphalt/concrete plants, the operation of wayside pits and
guarries.

Sand and Gravel Deposits

Granular deposits related tolarial activity are widespread in Nairn Township with sand as the
predominant material. These deposits are underlain by Middle Precambrian bedrockwhich also forms

physiography found throughout the area. Thick glacial overburden is common as are rock outcrops.
Glacial and posglacial materials were deposited as part of the advance and retreat of the continental

ice sheet. As the ice receded, large meltwater cteds were created, of which the Spanish River is one.

Sand and gravel outwash carried by the meltwater was deposited in the valley of the river and this
material occupies a large area in Nairn Township. As the distance from the meltwater source Bicrease

the size of the sediment deposit decreases. Consequently, the coarsest outwash is found in Nairn
Township while the finest is located around Espanola.

As the glacier retreated, the area was inundated with water and materials regrerkedand deposed

in low elevations in the form of lacustrine deposits. These consist of fine sand, silt and clay and have
thicknesses of approximately 1.5 m [5 ft]. Lacustrine sand and silt overlie the Spanish River valley
outwash materials as well as many other a@d the Township.

In the postglacial period, organic deposits have developed in depressions in the land surface.

Extractive sites are located all over but area concentrated west of Nairn Centre and the junction of
Highway 17 and the Spanish Riv&wo areas (see map) labelled as 2 and 3 were identified for resource
protection as these areas contain a significant amount of crushable gravel and represents the most
important aggregate source in the area covered by the rep@ite 2 is located nortlof the Spanish

River and straddles the Sand Bay Road to the north of Dumont Street. Site 3 which is about twice the
size of the first site lies on the west boundary of the buptarea of Nairn Centre and includes part of
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the mill lands. The report incites that both sites should be identified and protected in the Official

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The lands closest to the builtp area are the most problematic as there is a potehfor significant
land use conflicts. Existing development lies within the 300 m influence area of this resource.

Two deposits selected for secondary protection are located north of the Spanish River north of Nairn
Centre. These deposits contain griyw@ockets intermixed with medium to coarse sand (close to pit # 2
on the map).

Nipissing Diabase

While sand and gravel constitute an important aggregate resource in the area, the Nipissing diabase is
also an aggregate of significance. Nipissing diabase is a basic igneous intrusive rock that occurs in sills
and dikes that have intruded igneous and eentary rocks in the Canadian Shield. This material is
suitable for high quality aggregate use. Other potential end users include granular materials for various
building products, armour stone and riprap and may also be suitable for rock wool insidabfett to

testing. The material requires a quarry operation together with screening and crushing. The location of
Nipissing diabase in the Township is illustrated on Mas 20a (mauve colour)There is a significant

Comment

The provincial interest is in protecting as much of theimeral aggregate resource as is possible
because of its significance for highway construction and the building industry. The further the source
is away from the market, the greater the transportation costs. While it is desirable to conserve all of
the most important sand and gravel deposits recommended by the province, the land use conflicts
may well impede the extraction of such materials. A compromibas beento designate all of
resource area 3 and as much of resource area 2 as is possible as wdksignate some of the
Nipissing diabasgsee Map 1) The diabase could substitute for that part of resource area 2 which
cannot be designated. Use of thikggregate Resources Aat conjunction with zoning controls under
the Planning Actmay be used to ntigate the adverse effects of extractive operations and, for
example, to require that areas which are extracted first are those closest to the populated areas while
progressively moving away from this area.

For existing operations which do not comply thithe standard setbacks in the ARA, the municipality

should work with extractive operators to establish mutually acceptable setbacks which can be
incorporated into the Zoning Byaw.

Policy Implications for the Official Plan

The Official Plan shouldontinue to recognize the importance of mineral aggregates as sources of
material for the construction industry. Revisions to the Plan should be made to more precisely
identify licensed operations under thé\ggregate Resources Aaind to update the informdion with
respect to the Nipissing Diabase.
