Greetings from Council to all residents of the 
Township of Nairn and Hyman.  The Mayor, 
Council and Staff of the Township of Nairn and 
Hyman would like to wish everyone Happy 
Holidays and a very Merry Christmas!  We all 
hope you enjoy the holiday season this year 
with your friends and loved ones. 
   
The Children’s Christmas Party is being held 
December 17th from 3-5 p.m. at the 
Nairn Community Centre.  Please 
remember to register your 
children for this party to 
ensure everyone receives a 
Christmas gift.  Snacks and 
refreshments will be provided.   
 
Council would like to take this opportunity to 
encourage all taxpayers to be diligent in their 
recycling efforts.  On several occasions staff 
members at the Township landfill have noticed 

garbage bags broken open during 
burial containing as much as 50% 
recyclable materials.  Granted, it 
is much easier to toss these items 

in our trash but in the long run this will result 
in a shorter lifespan for our landfill.   
 
The closure of our landfill would be quite 
costly especially when considering the great 
expense of having our garbage shipped out of 
the Township.  Let’s make an effort to take the 
time to sort recyclables and put them curbside 
or in the case of Sand Bay residents deliver 
them to the recycling station at Sand Bay 
Camps.  We will all benefit! 
 
It won’t be long until the snow returns, so be 
sure to slow down and drive carefully. 
Winter driving can be a challenge, 
but proceeding with caution and 
driving according to conditions is most often 
the best course of action.     
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Vandalism in our community has become a 
problem that needs to be addressed.  Staff 
Sergeant Garry Mills of the O.P.P. 
attended a recent Council meeting 
and stressed the importance of 
notifying the Police if you witness 
any acts of vandalism.  It is imperative that the 
proper authorities are contacted rather than 
calling a Council member or the town office.   
 
Council will be installing several signs with 
contact phone numbers so residents can 
report these incidents.  We must instill in the 
minds of our young people that vandalism of 
town property costs us all. 
 
Council is pleased to announce that we are 
purchasing a new truck for the purpose of 
plowing and maintaining the streets of our 
township.  In the winter this truck will focus on 

snow removal within Nairn Centre 
and will perform more efficiently 
on narrow town streets allowing 

our existing plow to focus on 
Sand Bay Road.  The two trucks combined should 
drastically shorten the overall snow removal 
time in our Township.  During the summer 
months the new truck will be used (by a 
supervisor) to transport summer students to and 
from their designated job sites throughout the 
Township.  The new truck does not require a DZ 
license to operate like the large plow truck.   
 
Taxpayers should be pleased to know that 
Council has already started on our 2012 
Municipal Budget.  All departments 
are working on, or have already 
submitted their preliminary budgets.  
We have met with our auditors and expect to 
have our budget passed by April.  This will be at 
least 3 months earlier than in previous years.  
 
Those interested in having their curb-stop water 
shutoffs located by the Municipal 
Superintendent for emergency purposes should 
contact the Municipal Office in the next couple 
weeks.  Please note the Township is not 
responsible for the maintenance of water lines 
between the curb-stop shutoff and your home.  
 

 
 
Since our last newsletter, Council has been busy 
working for the residents of Nairn and Hyman.  
During the months of September, October and 
early November council has: 

¶ Passed a new ‘Purchasing By-law’ to 
better regulate the purchasing of goods 
and services by the Township 

¶ Sold by tender 4 surplus properties that 
have been owned by the Township for a 
number of years in order to provide for 
new revenue 

¶ Passed a new ‘Waste Management        
By-law’ in order to provide for better 
security at that landfill and to ensure 
septic waste is coming from within the 
boundaries of the Township only 

¶ Appointed Fire Chief Kevin Hunter as the 
Community Emergency Management Co-
ordinator 

¶ Passed a new ‘Surplus Lands By-law’ in 
order to improve the way the Township 
disposes of surplus property 

¶ Sold by tender the surplus outdoor lights 
at the Allsports Centre rink that had not 
been used in a number of years 

¶ Supported a number of good causes such 
as the Canadian Red Cross Society, Girl 
Guides of Canada, Royal Canadian Legion 
Poppy Campaign, and MADD Canada
